UNIFORM POLICY

PANTS

Color: Solid navy blue.
NO STRIPES.

Style: Uniform style or “Dockers”, capri
pants.

Material: ONLY cotton, cotton blend, twill or

corduroy. No other material is

permitted.

Pants CANNOT be oversized, have wide legs or be
form fitting (too tight). Pants MUST fit with or without a
belt. Sagging pants are not permitted.

Pant legs must be hemmed at the bottom, may not
touch the ground and must be worn outside foot ware.
Pants cannot be frayed or torn, slit or split, and/or
baggy around the ankles.

NO SWEATS, DENIM, JEANS, OVERALLS,
STRETCH, CARGO, CARPENTER, NYLON OR ANY
OTHER PANT NOT INDICATED ABOVE. PANT MAY
ONLY HAVE THE REGULAR POCKETS AS
ILLUSTRATED. RUBBER BANDS AROUND
ANKLES TO HOLD UP PANTS OR AROUND
SHOES OR WRISTS ARE NOT PERMITTED.

SHORTS

Color: Same as pants.
Style: Uniform style.
Material: Same as pants.

Length of the shorts: between mid-thigh and the knee.
They CAN NOT extend below the knee. They must be
fitted at the waist and hemmed at the bottom. Sagging
shorts are not permitted.

NO SHORT SHORTS, SWEATS, DENIM, JEANS,
SHORT OVERALLS, STRETCH, CARGO,
CARPENTER, NYLON, OR ANY OTHER SHORTS
NOT INDICATED ABOVE.

SKIRTS, SKORTS, AND JUMPERS

Color: Same as pants.
Material: Same as pants.

NO SWEATS, DENIM, JEANS, SHORT OVERALLS,
STRETCH, CARGO, CARPENTER, NYLON OR ANY
OTHER ITEM NOT INDICATED ABOVE.

SHIRTS

Color: Navy blue or white. SOLID
COLORS ONLY, NO STRIPES ON
THE BODY OF THE SHIRTS.

Style: Polo or golf style (with a collar),
mock turtlenecks and turtlenecks.

Full length button shirts or zip down
shirts are not permitted.
Material: Cotton or cotton blends.
Shirts CANNOT be oversized or form fitting (too tight which
is deemed inappropriate). Stripes on the collar and/or the
sleeves are permitted, but must be uniform color. All shirts
must have sleeves and be long enough to cover the
stomach. NO V-NECK SHIRTS OF ANY KIND AND NO
SEE THROUGH SHIRTS.

NO OVERSHIRTS OF ANY KIND MAY BE WORN.

This includes, but is not Ilimited to, flannel/plaid
shirts/jackets, or any other solid color clothing.

UNDERSHIRTS

If a long or short sleeved undershirt is worn, it must be a
solid navy blue or white color and tucked in. Undershirts
may not be longer than the school shirt.

VESTS, SWEATERS AND SWEATSHIRTS

If vests, sweaters or sweatshirts are worn, they must be in
solid uniform colors. NO STRIPES OR OTHER DESIGNS
PERMITTED. NO LOGOS PERMITTED.




JACKETS
Jackets of any color are permitted. NO LOGOS PERMITTED. FULL LENGTH TRENCH COATS ARE
NOT ALLOWED. (Sweatshirts are neither jackets nor coats)

SHOES
Style: Any “closed toe” shoe with a full back (no straps may be worn). Heels cannot be more than 1 %" in
height. NO SANDALS, SLIPPERS OR ANY TYPE OF BACKLESS SHOES.

HATS, CAPS AND SCARVES

Caps, other than those sold at the school with the school logo, and bandana type scarves may not be worn
or displayed on campus at any time. Bucket hats and caps with the school logo may be worn outside only,
before and after school, during lunch, nutrition, and on the field during PE. Bucket hats may be beige, and
school caps  are dark blue and/or white. Hats are never allowed in buildings or classrooms.

DRESS CODE/NON-UNIFORM

This dress code is to be followed by students on waivers and for non-uniform school activities.
Parents/guardians may obtain a waiver from the uniform policy by notifying the school administration.

PANTS

Style: Students may not wear sweats, running pants, nylon sweats, army style, overalls, cargos, or
carpenter pants.

Pants CANNOT be oversized, have wide legs or be form fitting (too tight). Pants MUST fit with or without a
belt. Sagging pants are not permitted.

Pant legs must be hemmed at the bottom, may not touch the ground and must be worn outside foot ware.
Pants can not be frayed or torn, slit or split, and/or baggy around the ankles. (See illustration in Uniform
Policy.)

JACKETS
Jackets of any color are permitted. NO LOGOS, FLANNEL OR PLAID JACKETS OR OVERSHIRTS ARE
PERMITTED.

SHORTS

Students may not wear sweat shorts, running shorts, nylon shorts, army style, short
overalls, cargos, or carpenter shorts.

The length of the shorts must be between mid-thigh and the knee. They CAN NOT extend below
the knee. They must be fitted at the waist and hemmed at the bottom. Sagging shorts are not
permitted.

SKIRTS, SKORTS, AND JUMPERS

Style: Students may not wear sweats, nylon, army style, overall, cargo, or carpenter skirts,
skorts, or jumpers.
No extremely short of tight skirts, skorts, or jumpers are allowed.




SHIRTS

Style:  Shirts must have a collar and sleeves, mock turtlenecks and turtlenecks are allowed. Full
length button shirts or zip down shirts are not permitted.

Shirts CAN NOT be oversized or form fitting
(too tight). All shirts must have sleeves and be long enough to cover the stomach. NO V-NECK
SHIRTS OF ANY KIND AND NO SEE THROUGH SHIRTS.

NO OVERSHIRTS OF ANY KIND MAY BE WORN.

UNDERSHIRTS

If a long or short sleeved undershirt is worn, it must be a solid navy blue or white color and tucked
in.

VESTS, SWEATERS AND SWEATSHIRTS
Vests, sweaters and sweatshirts are allowed. NO LOGOS, FLANNEL OR PLAID STYLES ARE
PERMITTED. NO BLACK SWEATSHIRTS ARE ALLOWED.
